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The voice of Martha Wash has dominated the airwaves for more than
two decades, and her charisma and spirit have embraced millions of
people around the world. She is responsible for some of the top-sell-
ing, most recognizable pop hits of the �80s and �90s.

�It�s Raining Men,� the cult pop classic, is still heard everywhere:  the
radio, movies, commercials, TV � not to mention gay bars!  �Sweat
(Everybody Dance Now)� was the highlight of C&C Music Factory�s
career and sold 5-1/2 million copies worldwide. Black Box�s
Dreamland featured four #1 Billboard Dance singles and three Top 40
hits, including �Strike It Up,� a single that continues to receive mas-
sive airplay and is still heard at every NFL and NBA game.  All of the
above have achieved major success, and all have one common

denominator: Martha Wash, one of the
most popular mainstays of dance music.
Her presence has been instrumental in
shaping popular music as we hear it today. 

The highlights of Ms. Wash�s career create
a colorful history, telling the story of dance
and pop music from the days of disco to
the present. She has toured and performed
with some of the world�s top entertainers.
In addition to her work with countless
superstars, and her projects with Black Box

and C&C Music Factory, she was half of the magnificent duo Two Tons
Of Fun, which evolved into the Weather Girls with the release of �It�s
Raining Men.�

Ms. Wash began her musical career at the age of two in her parents�
church in her native San Francisco. She went on to study opera and
tour Europe while still in high school. Martha became part of a con-
temporary gospel group called N.O.W. (News Of The World).  This
mix of classical and gospel training and experience accounts for her
seemingly effortless transition from ballads to dance music to pop. In
addition to her vast career in pop music, Ms. Wash has also starred
in major theater productions, and has recorded numerous 
jingles and movie soundtracks (Kiss Me Guido, First Wives Club, 
Gung Ho, Mighty Ducks).

Martha Wash
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Lorna Luft is a vibrant, charismatic entertainer who traverses
a number of careers�including award-winning producer,
singer, actress and author�with intense depth and emotion.
Most recently she began touring the country in her most
ambitious project to date, the highly acclaimed multimedia
production of Songs My Mother Taught Me�A Celebration of
the Music of Judy Garland. The production, which will be pre-
sented November 19 � December 14 at Fort Lauderdale�s
Parker Playhouse, is a heartfelt tribute to the fabulous music
and wonderful orchestrations of her mother�s phenomenal
concert repertoire. 

Ms. Luft�s professional debut was on the Christmas episode
of her mother�s landmark CBS television series, The Judy

Garland Show. Her long and varied list
of theatre credits includes the
Broadway musical Promises, Promises,
for which she received the American
Guild of Variety Artists: Rising Star of
the Year Award, and the Jerry Zaks�
national and world tour productions of
Guys & Dolls, for which she earned
the Carbonell Award for Best Actress.

Ms. Luft�s concert career has included
headlining appearances at The
Hollywood Bowl, Rainbow & Stars,

Madison Square Garden, Bristol Hippodrome and Prince
Edward Theatre, as well as performances for the Royal
Family and for former President and Mrs. Bush. She has
guested on numerous television series, including a 22-
episode supporting role on CBS� Trapper John M.D. Her film
work consists of lead roles in Grease 2 and Where The 
Boys Are �84, plus cameos in I Could Go On Singing, My
Giant and �54.

In 1998 Ms. Luft became a New York Times best-selling
author upon the release of her autobiography, Me and My
Shadows: Living With The Legacy of Judy Garland. She later
served as Co-Executive Producer on the ABC-TV miniseries
Life with Judy Garland: Me & My Shadows, based on her
memoirs. The miniseries garnered the highest ratings of the
season and won five Emmy Awards.

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With the release of her first single, �Finally,� in 1991,
CeCe Peniston was immediately thrust into the global
music scene, and she has maintained her success ever
since. She has had her presence and voice requested
personally by such notables as Aretha Franklin (for
Aretha�s private birthday party); Pope John Paul II at
The Vatican; and the country of South Africa, to be the
first female entertainer to visit and perform after the
abolition of apartheid.

Ms. Peniston�s debut album, Finally, sold 1 million+ copies
and achieved gold status. Her first single, the title track
on Finally, achieved Billboard #1 chart status and has sold
multi-platinum world-wide, in addition to being featured on

more than 30 compilation albums.
She also reached Billboard Top Ten
status with singles including �We Got
A Love Thang,� �Keep On Walkin,�
�I�m Not Over You� and �Lifetime To
Love.�

Ms. Peniston subsequently released
three additional albums, including
the gospel compilation �Good News
In Hard Times,� and has toured in
countries around the globe. She

recently toured with Grace Jones, Peabo Bryson, Tasha
Scott and Tony Terry in the hit musical The Wiz, fulfilling a
personal dream. She was personally requested to perform
by former President Bill Clinton at both of his presidential
inauguration ceremonies.

Her amazing talent has garnered Ms. Peniston numerous
awards, including: Billboard Best New Artist and Best
New Song of The Year; ASCAP Song of The Year, Pop
Songwriter of The Year and Most Performed Song of The
Year; the Annual Winter Music Conference�s Best New
Dance Artist, Best Dance Artist Solo and Best 12" Dance
Record; and BMI Urban Award of Achievement. She was
also bestowed the Governor�s Key to The State of Arizona
in recognition of her status as a role model and her 
personal achievements.

CeCe Peniston
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Jeffery Roberson, aka the irrepressible Varla Jean Merman,
recently shared the 2003 Outfest Film Festival �Best Actor�
Award and the Aspen HBO Film Festival �Best Actress�
Award for his featured performance as �Varla� in Girls Will
Be Girls, which was released nationwide last month. He
made his network television debut this past February on
ABC�s All My Children, in the recurring role of lady of the
evening �Rosemary Chicken.� He also played the role of
�Mary Sunshine� in the musical revival of Chicago on
Broadway and with the First National Touring Company. 

Mr. Roberson�s other film and TV credits include HBO�s
Dragtime, E!�s Fashion Emergency, E! Goes to Cannes
and MTV�s True Life: Mardi Gras.  He has appeared in

many TWEED Fraktured Classiks
productions, including The Mailman
Always Comes Twice, Screen Door,
CAGED! (with Lily Tomlin, Joan
Rivers and Isabella Rossellini),
Lypsinka is Harriet Craig, The
Miracle Worker (with Charles Busch)
and Varla Jean Merman is The Bad
Seedling. This past summer he
opened for Jennifer Holliday in
Provincetown, and he has also
shared the stage with Tony-winner
Betty Buckley, singing excerpts

from the notorious Broadway flop Carrie as part of Ms.
Buckley�s cabaret act at the Bottom Line.

Mr. Roberson made his Carnegie Hall debut with Varla Jean
Merman: A Christmas Concert. He wrote and starred in
many hit shows, including The Very Worst of Varla Jean
Merman, for which he received the Garland Award for Best
Performance in a Musical; Enough About Me: An
Unauthorized Autobiography; I, Who Have Nothing; Peel
Me A Grape, and Varla Jean Merman is All Washed Up. 

Varla Jean Merman�s I�ve Got The Music In Me ran for
three sold-out weeks at the Soho Theatre in London this
past June, and Mr. Roberson spent the summer performing
his new circus-themed show, Varla Jean Merman�s Under A
Big Top, in Provincetown.
